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Legislative Score Card 7

Minnesota State House of Representatives
1. Pass Minnesota Marriage Amendment bill. A vote on Severson bill to place before the people of 

Minnesota a state constitutional amendment recognizing marriage or its legal equivalent as only a union 
between one man and one woman. Bill passed 77-56. MFC supported this bill. (2005 House Journal, 
p.1381)

2. End state funding of abortion in Minnesota. A vote on Otremba and Davids amendment to end 
state funding of abortions in Minnesota. Amendment passed 84-46. MFC supported this amendment. (2006 
House Journal, p. 7389)

3. Increase gas tax. A vote on Erhardt amendment to raise the state gas tax 10 cents a gallon. 
Amendment passed 68-66. MFC opposed this amendment. (2005 House Journal, p. 3979) 

4. Eliminate gambling in Minnesota. A vote on Emmer amendment to eliminate all forms of gam-
bling in the state of Minnesota. Amendment failed 33-100. MFC supported this amendment. (2006 House 
Journal, p. 6861)

5. Monitor judges who grant abortion bypasses to minor girls. A vote on Otremba and Davids 
amendment to require the reporting by judges of the number of requests they receive from minor girls 
seeking an abortion without their parents’ knowledge and the number of requests they grant. Amendment 
passed 78-53. MFC supported this amendment. (2006 House Journal, p. 7394)

6. Require hospitals make available to women abortion inducing drugs. A vote on Kelliher amend-
ment to require hospitals to notify women who allege a sexual assault of the availability of abortion induc-
ing drugs. Amendment failed 58-75. MFC opposed this amendment. (2005 House Journal, p. 3373)

7. Provide property tax rebate. A vote on Krinkie bill to use the state revenue surplus to provide a 
property tax rebate averaging $150 per homeowner. Bill passed 86-47. MFC supported this bill. (2006 
House Journal, p. 7419)

8. Prohibit kids from renting violent or sexually explicit videos. A vote on J. Johnson bill to prohibit 
children under age 17 from renting or purchasing excessively violent or sexually explicit videos. Bill passed 
98-33. MFC supported this bill. (2006 House Journal, p. 8115)

9. Support constitutional amendment to authorize state run casino. A vote on Buesgens amendment 
to propose a constitutional amendment authorizing the state to establish a state run casino. Amendment 
failed 57-77. MFC opposed this amendment. (2006 House Journal, p. 6879)

10. Increase gambling age to 19. A vote on B. Anderson amendment to increase the gambling age in 
the state to 19, contingent on the Indian tribes raising the gambling age on the reservations to age 19. This 
amendment passed 107-26. MFC supported this amendment. (2006 House Journal, p. 6864)

Minnesota State Senate
1. Allow a vote on Minnesota Marriage Amendment. A vote on Nienow motion to bring to the Senate 

floor for a vote the Minnesota Marriage Amendment bill that recognizes marriage or its legal equivalent 
as only a union between one man and one woman. This motion failed 30-35. MFC supported this motion. 
(2006 Senate Journal, p. 4126)

2. Insure balanced treatment of evolution in state science standards. A vote on Olson amendment to 
require that the state-mandated science standards show how scientists continue to investigate and critically 
analyze aspects of the theory of evolution. This amendment failed 31-34. MFC supported this amendment. 
(2004 Senate Journal, p. 4474)

3. Fund abortion-promoting organizations with taxpayer dollars. A vote on motion to block con-
sideration of Neuville amendment that would cut off state family planning grants to organizations that 
promote abortion. This motion passed 42-23. MFC opposed this motion. (2004 Senate Journal, p. 3869) 

4. Eliminate state run lottery. A vote on Hann amendment to eliminate the state run lottery. This 
amendment failed 19-44. MFC supported this amendment. (2004 Senate Journal, p. 3915)

5. Block requiring Internet porn filters in public libraries and schools. A vote on Skoglund amend-
ment to “gut” Wergin amendment to require public libraries and public schools that receive state funding 
to use Internet porn filters to protect children from pornography and obscenity. Amendment to amendment 
passed 32-31. MFC opposed amendment to amendment. (2004 Senate Journal, p. 4466)

6. Stop promotion of homosexuality in public schools. A vote on Limmer amendment to prohibit the 
promotion of homosexuality as an acceptable alternative lifestyle in the public schools. Amendment failed 
19-41. MFC supported this amendment. (2003 Senate Journal, p. 1635)

7. Expand school choice. A vote on Ortman amendment to allow parents to use the existing education 
tax credit for tuition expenses at the school of their choice. Amendment failed 32-34. MFC supported this 
amendment. (2004 Senate Journal, p. 4268)

8. Give parents access to children’s medical treatment records. A vote on Nienow amendment to 
give parents access to their minor children’s medical treatment records for alcohol and drug abuse, pregnan-
cy or sexually transmitted diseases, which they are currently precluded from accessing without their child’s 
consent. Amendment failed 27-38. MFC supported this amendment. (2003 Senate Journal, p. 1705) 

9. Give married couples a priority over homosexuals and cohabiting persons in child adoption 
and foster care placement. A vote on Pariseau amendment to give married couples a priority over unmar-
ried persons in the placement of children, all other things being equal. Amendment failed 31-32. MFC 
supported this amendment. (2005 Senate Journal, p. 2839)

10. Prevent mandatory mental health screening for children. A vote on Wergin amendment to 
prevent mental health testing inclusion in mandatory public school screening for kindergarten children. 
Amendment failed 26-39. MFC supported this amendment. (2006 Senate Journal, p. 5302)
